First aid tips
for a burn

Outdoor grillouts and firepits on cool
evenings result in an increase in burn
injuries this time of year. Here are some
general advice about treatment for often
painful burns:

Burns to the Eye

Seek medical attention
immediately. Do not put
ointments or liquids in the eye.

Burns not to the Eye

Cool with cold water (not ice or ice
water). Clean the burn area (application
of cold water to sooth the burn also
cleans the wound). Consult a doctor if
the burn is larger than the size of the
victim’s palm or if the wound is not
healed in 24 hours.

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Proactive wastewater plans preempt problems

The Fairfield Wastewater Division has
earned a reputation for its commitment
to maintenance and excellence in
customer service. While industry often
makes decisions based on bottom line
returns, a public utility, such as
Fairfield’s Wastewater Division, must
make significant capital investments
based solely on the need to ensure
uninterrupted service.

In recent years, the Wastewater Division
has invested resources in pump stations

serving various Fairfield neighborhoods.

One such station is Fairfield Village
which was completely renovated in the
summer of 2006. The cost for the
renovation was $234,000. The
improvements nearly tripled the
station’s capacity. The upgrades also
included a stand-by generator so pumps
could operate during power outages, a
situation that could cause sewage back-
ups during extended outages.

The Lakeside Village pump station is
another improvement that quietly
provides residents service they may not
know they have. When the subdivision
was built in the early 90s, the developer
was required to install a stand-by power
generator. The investments recently
paid off. Both neighborhoods were hit
hard by severe storms and, in some

instances, traffic accidents which caused
extended power outages on the
wastewater grid. Outages were long
enough that area homes could have
otherwise experienced sewage back-ups.

In addition to eliminating the heartbreak
and health risks of a sewage back-up, the
presence of stand-by power also frees up
personnel in the event of a catastrophic
event. Rather than assign staff to
oversee manual pumping of the stations,
they can be available for other
emergency assignments.

Fairfield is currently in the design phase
for upgrades to Sugarland and
Homeward Way lift stations, the final
two locations with a priority for

installation of stand-by power
capabilities. The City expects to bid the
upgrades by September, with both sites
completed by the summer of 2009.

Stand-by generators have also
eliminated what used to be a familiar
sight of a small lake at the railroad
underpass on State Route 4 following
storms. When pumps stopped during a
power outage, water would flood the
roadway. The Fairfield Wastewater
Division now maintains the pumps at
the underpass following a cooperative
effort between Fairfield and Hamilton.
To prevent the street from flooding at the
underpass, the Cities of Fairfield and
Hamilton split the $136,000 cost to install
the stand-by generators.

Leaf collection tentatively
set to begin October 27

With summer in full swing, it’s difficult
to imagine the need to rake leaves in the
fall. Depending on weather conditions
and how fast trees throughout Fairfield
begin to shed their foliage, the Public
Works Department plans to begin its
annual curbside pick-up the last week of
October. The pick-ups may begin a week
earlier if an early fall dictates.

To have your leaves collected, place
leaves (and leaves only, please) in rows or
piles between the curb and sidewalk, but
not in the street or gutter. For areas
without curbs or gutters, leaves should

the street or gutter. In addition, special
collections will not be made by crews
after they have completed an area.

Leaf collection is undertaken from 7
a.m. to at late as 8 p.m., so residents are
advised not to park in front of leaf piles
so crews can get equipment into the
area. Piles which are blocked cannot be
picked up and will be left.

Due to the large volume of leaves,
crews may run a bit behind schedule,
however, be sure to have leaves
curbside by the posted dates.

Storm Water runoff poses pollution threat

What is Storm Water Runoff?

In open fields, forests and wetlands, most
rain is absorbed by the soil or taken up
by plants and trees. In developed areas,
rain or snow that falls on impermeable
roofs, parking lots, streets and lawns is
not absorbed. This precipitation (called
storm water or storm water runoff)
enters local water bodies through storm
sewer systems.

What is Storm Water Pollution?

According to U.S. EPA’s National Water
Quality Inventory, polluted storm water
runoff is a leading cause of impairment
to U.S. water bodies that do not meet
water quality standards — nearly 40
percent of those surveyed. This discharge
can destroy fish, wildlife and aquatic life
habitats; lessen aesthetic value; and
threaten public health with contaminated
food, drinking water supplies and
recreational waterways.

Unlike pollution from sewage treatment
plants, storm water pollution comes from
many different sources. Storm water
runoff can dissolve, pick up and
transport many types of household
products that cause this pollution.
Automotive waste, lawn chemicals,
paints and eroded soil are all pollutants.
Many types of litter can create storm
water pollution as well.

What Can You Do?

B Never allow any chemicals, yard wastes or
any other materials to be washed down or put
into storm drains. These drains may bypass the
wastewater treatment plant and go directly to
lakes or rivers.

B If you must buy an item that is potentially
hazardous, be sure to buy only as much as
you need, and follow the instructions on the
label for proper use, storage and disposal.
Save unused materials for a local household
hazardous waste collection event. For more
information, contact your local solid waste
management district. For district contact
information, visit Ohio EPA’s Division of
Solid and Infectious Waste Management at
www.epa.state.oh.us/dsiwm/ or call (614)
644-2621.

B Use a garbage can for trash and recycle
reusable materials. Improperly discarded trash
may be carried by runoff into the storm sewer.

B Never allow roof gutters to drain directly to
the street or storm sewer. Allow drainage from
the roof to flow over your lawn instead.

Auto Maintenance:

B Automobile fluids from leaks or maintenance
changes are another source of water pollution.
Each year Americans dump enough used oil in
landfills to equal approximately 13 spills the
size of the Exxon Valdez spill! Even more oil is
disposed of illegally. Much of this oil eventually
finds its way into our water. Never put used oil
or other chemicals down storm drains or in
drainage ditches. One quart of oil can
contaminate up to two million gallons of
drinking water!

B Clean up spilled brake fluid, oil, grease and
antifreeze with kitty litter or other absorbent
material. Do not hose them into the street where
they can eventually reach local streams and
lakes.

W If you change your own oil or antifreeze, be
sure to carefully collect all of the used oil or
antifreeze in a proper container with a tight-
fitting cap, and deliver it to a service or
recycling center with the oil filter. Contact your
local solid waste management district, call the
Ohio Environment Hotline at (800)-
CLEANUP or visit www.earth911.o0rg to find
the nearest collection center for your used
automotive fluids.

B Wash your car only when necessary; use a
bucket to save water. Wash your car on a grassy
area so the ground can filter the water. Or, go to
a commercial car wash that uses water

efficiently and disposes of runoff properly.

Landscaping & Gardening:

B Minimize the need for pesticides by choosing
plant species that are resistant to insects and
disease. Landscaping with native plant species
works best. Provide habitats for birds, bats,
toads, etc. that prey on insect pests. Introduce
praying mantises, lacewings, ladybugs and
other pest-eaters to your garden.

B Do not over apply pesticides and fertilizers.
Follow directions and use judiciously. Pull
weeds by hand when possible.

B Try “xeriscaping” your home with low-
water-consumption plants. Save yourself time,
money and water! For info on Xeriscape, visit

B Do not over water the lawn or garden. Over
watering may increase leaching of fertilizers to
ground and surface water.

B When your lawn or garden needs watering,
use slow watering techniques such as trickle
irrigation or soaker hoses. Such devices reduce
runoff and are more effective than sprinklers.

B When you mow, set the blades to cut the
grass two or three inches high. Most grasses are
healthiest at this height and this also helps
control weeds. Mow often and leave the
clippings on the ground. They will help keep
moisture in and provide nutrients to the soil as
they decompose.

B Compost your leaves, grass clippings and
garden waste. Composting is easy and can be
very inexpensive - no sophisticated equipment

is needed. For more information, see Ohio EPA’s

W Control soil erosion on your property by
planting ground cover and stabilizing erosion-
prone areas.

Painting:

B Do not allow liquid paint products and
wastes to drain into the gutter, street or storm
drains.

B Choose water-based paints (such as latex)
instead of oilbased.

B Save unused paint materials for a local
household hazardous waste collection event, or
reuse leftover paints when possible. Many local
theater/performance groups and school art
departments will take unused and leftover
paint.

Thanks to the latest
technology, Fairfield
Firefighters can plan
their actions even
before arriving on the
scene of an
emergency. Anew
software program
provides fire
personnel with high
resolution aerial
photographs of
Fairfield, as well as all
of Butler County:.

As units approach the call, a mobile
laptop can display photos of the
building and any obstacles that may be
around it, as well as exact locations of

fire personnel to pre-
plan responses as part of their disaster
preparedness to major events or areas
presenting specific dangers to
responders.

WHAT! Lose my signal?

Many Fairfield residents have expressed
concern over the announcement that
they may “lose their television signal”
when a federally mandated transition
takes effect in February 2009. That
mandate establishes February 17, 2009,
as the date by which commercial
television stations must transmit
their broadcasts using digital
technology that offers

extremely detailed video

images, as compared to the older
technology which uses what is
known as an analog signal.

First of all, if you subscribe to cable or a
satellite service, and all your televisions
are currently working off the
connection, there’s no need to worry.
The transition will not impact the way
you currently watch television
programming,.

Do you know the law
for a stopped school bus?

With youngsters returning to school in
late August, motorists are urged to be
especially cautious around buses and
bus stops. When approaching a school
bus, watch when the driver activates
the red flashers. According to Ohio
law, motorists must stop in both
directions on any roadway of three or
fewer lanes when a bus driver has
activated the red flashers. In such
cases students may be directed to cross
the street in front of the bus.

On 4-lane highways (like Dixie
Highway), buses only load or discharge
students to the right side of the bus.
Only motorists behind the bus must
stop. Drivers approaching from the

front of the bus are not required to stop.

Caution, however, is always urged.
