SYNOPSIS:

The owner 0f 2543 Bobmeyer Road, Fairfield, Ohio 45014, wishes to construct a new commercial building on this
property. As the City of Fairfield does not provide water or sewer service to this area, the property owner desires to
secure utility service for the new building from the City of Hamilton, which does have utility service in the area.
This resolution grants permission to the property owner to secure said water and sewer service from Hamilton in
accordance with the Utility Service Agreement between Fairfield and Hamilton, signed September 1, 1992.

BACKGROUND:

The Utility Service Agreement between Fairfield and Hamilton, signed September 1, 1992, outlines the terms and
conditions whereby the utility departments of both cities will provide their respective utility services to property
owners within the corporate limits of the other city. In accordance with that Agreement, Fairfield’s Public Utilities
Department has reviewed the site and building plans for 2543 Bobmeyer Road and is agreeable to having this
property served by Hamilton utilities — pending consent by City Council of Hamilton; final plan approval by the
Hamilton Utilities Engineering group; and payment of all applicable fees and charges.

RECOMMENDATION:

FINANCIAL IMPACT;;

Funding for this project is included in the 2016-2020 Capital Improvement Program under project number WAT-16-
010 — Small Water Line Improvements. The funding source is the Water Expansion Fund.

SYNOPSIS:

This project includes the replacement of around 440 feet of 8” cast iron water main originally installed in 1957 along
Symmes Road, just west of Hicks Boulevard.

BACKGROUND:

This project will replace and relocate a critical section of aging water main on Symmes Road between the “GM
ditch” and Hicks Boulevard in advance of a pending Public Works project that will improve the culvert structure at
the ditch as well as repave this stretch of road. The Public Works project is scheduled for Spring 2017.

The proposed project was prepared for formal competitive bidding, with nine (9) bids received. Staff recommends
that the bid be awarded to Smithcorp Inc., the lowest and best bidder. Bids are summarized on the attached sheet.

RECOMMENDATION:
It is recommended that City Council authorize the City Manager to enter a contract with Smithcorp Inc.and

appropriate funding in the amount of $67,000.00 for the Symmes Road Water Line Improvement project. Rules
suspension 1s being requested in order to expedite the project.

Depending on the
well’s condition, rehab efforts may include but are not limited pump replacement, shaft replacement, and coupling
replacement.

SYNOPSIS:

The project will provide repairs to leaking concrete clarifier tank walls at the Water Treatment Plant insuring the
integrity of the concrete structures and preventing further deterioration.

BACKGROUND:

The walls of the clarifiers at the Water Treatment Plant are showing stress from age and the elements, as they are
cracked and leaking. The Water Division has obtained a price quote from T. Luckey Sons, Inc. for concrete repairs
of these tanks. T. Luckey Sons Inc. is a company specializing in support restoration and they have completed similar
repairs with good results in the past at the Water Treatment Plant. They are to supply all labor, equipment and
materials required to inject polyurethane grout into the leaking cracks and the waterstops at the tank wall joints on
the clarifiers.

A service proposal by T. Luckey Sons Inc. is attached.

T. Luckey Sons, Inc. is hereinafter considered the Contractor and is also referred to as T.L.S.
Scope of Work:

Supply all labor, equipment and materials required for sealing leaking cracks, joints and
waterstops through concrete water holding tanks as directed by the City of Fairfield Ohio.
Our proposed method of repair will be by injection of potable water approved water
activated polyurethane grout.

Proposal Details:

# Drill 3/8" injection holes on approximately 45-degree angles at each leaking crack
location as so to cross the crack approximately )% the structure thickness.

» Drilling straight into the cracks is also acceptable depending on the surface condition
of the concrete at each crack location.

> Injection holes will be drilled on approximately 1-foot centers. Injection holes may be
drilled straight directly into cracks depending on the overall conditions of each crack.

Utilize clean water to flush drilling debris from inside each injection hole.
Install and secure 3/8" pressure injectors into each injection hole.

Utilize clean water injected through pressure injectors to remove debris from inside
the cracks.

» Beginning at the lowest point of each crack and work up begin injection of
polyurethane grout.

> Grouting will continue until grout vents out of the next adjacent pressure injector and
or crack.



» Cap injector and repeat the process on all remaining pressure injectors.

» Remove pressure injectors and patch remaining holes with hydraulic cement.

“air-tight”. If these utilities are not “air-tight”, then the project Owner must make the
utilities “air-tight” prior to beginning grouting operations

7. T. Luckey Sons, Inc. is excluded from any responsibility for grout that enters into those
underground (under slab) utilities that T. Luckey Sons, Inc. has no reason to know exist.
These underground utilities include but are not limited to: sewer, water, drain tiles,
elevator shafts, roof drains, and other unexpected voids. The Project Owner is
responsible for clearly marking all project utilities and bringing to the attention of TLS
the existence of these utility markings. The project Owner must mark the location of the
under-slab utilities so that TLS can avoid drilling into these utilities.

This proposal is valid for only 30 days beginning from the date of this proposal.

Contractor shall only patch the drilled holes with Concrete materials. The Contractor
shall not replace nor restore any floor coverings affected by the grouting operations.

An appropriation in the amount of $14,000.00 is being requested to replace the existing Relief Sewer Overflow
Structure Sluice Gates in the Wastewater Division’s Sanitary Collection System.

FINANCIAL IMPACT:

Funding for this project is included in the 2016-2020 Capital Improvement Program under project number WWD-
16-012. The funding source is the Sewer Replacement and Improvement Fund.

SYNOPSIS:

The existing Relief Sewer Overflow Structure Sluice Gates are over twenty years old, showing signs of failure and
are in need of replacement. Division staff will complete the replacement project in-house, replacing four gates a year
over the next four years. Staff requested quotations from two vendors (copies attached) and recommends that the
gates be purchased from The Henry P. Thompson Co. which is the vendor who provided the lowest and best
quotation.

BACKGROUND:

In the mid 1990°s the Wastewater Division constructed a Relief Sewer System, a twenty-five (25) Million Gallon a
Day (MGD) Lift Station and Flow Equalization Basins in order to meet regulatory obligations. This Relief Sewer
System is used to divert extraneous wastewater flow, caused by heavy rainfall, to the City’s Broadview Lift Station.
The Broadview Lift Station is utilized to pump the wastewater to the Wastewater Treatment Plant’s equalization
basins where the wastewater can then be introduced to the treatment process when flows subside and when plant
operational staff deem necessary. The Relief Sewer System runs parallel with the normal Collection System and
contains eight (8) overflow structures which are equipped with sluice gates. The sluice gates are utilized to divert
flow from the Collection System to the Relief Sewer System. The gates are adjusted at proper elevations in order to
relieve the Collection System when the flow of wastewater elevates due to Inflow and Infiltration (1&1) caused by
heavy rainfall.

RECOMMENDATION:

It is recommended that City Council authorize an appropriation in the amount of $14,000.00 from the Sewer
Replacement and Improvement Fund to replace the existing Relief Sewer Overflow Structure Sluice Gates in the
Wastewater Division’s Sanitary Collection System. Rules suspension is requested to expedite the work.

FINANCIAL IMPACT:

Funding for this project is included in the 2016-2020 Capital Improvement Program under project number WWD-
16-019. The funding source is the Sewer Surplus Fund.

SYNOPSIS:

Existing components in the Wastewater Treatment Plant’s Influent Wet Wells including ventilation ductwork,
channel grating and entry steps are in need of repair or replacement. Contractor services will need to be obtained
along with scaffolding rental in order to complete the majority of the repairs. Quotes obtained are attached for
review.

BACKGROUND:

The City of Fairfield’s wastewater is collected in a network of piping referred to as a Collection System. The
Collection System consists of sewer laterals, sewer pipe (ranging from eight to forty-two inches in diameter), sewage
pump stations, and overflow structures. The Collection System transports wastewater to the Treatment Plant’s
Influent Wet Wells where it is then pumped to the beginning of the wastewater treatment process. Due to the
characteristics of wastewater, the atmospheric conditions in the wet wells are corrosive which negatively impacts the
components existing within the wet wells.

RECOMMENDATION:
